Something potentially a bit special in aid of

he folks at Oxfam Music have always done
a nice line in in-store gigs but, this month,
they've gone up a gear and are putting on a
fundraiser show at the Rising Sun Arts Centre.

Headlining the show are champions of psychedelic
space rock, HOO, who you've possibly not come
across before because this opportunity to see
them live is something of a rare treat so here's
what you need to know.

Essentially, what you have, here, is a largely, but
not entirely, studio-based collection of people
revolving around songwriter, producer and co-
founder of Big Potato Records, Nick Holton, with
a regular cohort of collaborators which includes
bits of Slowdive, Chapterhouse, Mojave 3, Black
Hearted Brother and Moon Attendant.

The current album, released at the end of last
year and called simply ‘lll' (Three’), has, according
to legend, taken ten years to complete. When |

wandered over to Henley to have a quick chat with
Nick, | asked him why so long, his answer kind of
explains how this whole thing works.

“It's a project that, while I'm working with someone
else, I'm also doing this on my own so it's always my
own thing... in a way. If I'm working on an album with
Black-Hearted Brother or Moon Attendant or anyone
else, I'm usually waiting around in my studio for quite a
while so I'll start working on stuff and then if someone
helps me, like Lee Lavender comes in, | always just
welcome it. lan (McCutcheon) always comes along to
drum on it, Paul Blewett comes along... they all know it
as kind of ‘my thing’ and it doesn’t have to be anything
more than simply that.. and I'm always just really
grateful that they all get so behind it.”

This third album is more focussed on something
more like songs rather than the more instrumental,
often electronic, stuff of the past and some of
those songs, generated in the gaps between other
things, have been sitting marinading in the vaults

for those ten years waiting for the right project
to pull them all together where they fit right.

Nick, along with Neil Halstead and Tom
Butterworth, also runs Big Potato Records which
is worth your attention. Look 'em up. Aside from
the aforementioned people who drift in and out
of the studio to collaborate on their various
interwoven album projects, you can find an
eclectic range of ‘label mates’ from Everything
Else — who happen to be playing in the Turtle on
Wednesday 18th June if you want to check them
out — to... well..."we’re recently trying to keep up with
an 84-year-old man called Tucker Zimmerman who
keeps giving us albums!? We've done three by him
now, and two books of poetry, and we're working on
an album now that I'm producing with him.”

You get the idea. HOO is Nick's project that pops
up out of an extremely creative local nest of
people who have been getting together to create
whatever feels right for a looong time, now — with
a hefty leaning towards the psych/shoegaze/
space rock end of the spectrum.

Live, on this rather special fundraising night, we
can expect to hear the same big sound you hear
on the record as each of the players in this game
bring their particular individual specialist skills to
the overall big picture. It should be treat. It should
raise a few quid for Oxfam. You should probably
be there. B
